It is around the poem “Voices” of Constantine P. Cavafy, which was composed in 1904, that an idea was formed for a
concert with compositions for voice and string quartet, which would unite and bring to life beloved voices of the past.
Pyotr Il'yich Tchaikovsky and Alexander Knaifel are both composers of St. Petersburg. The choice of Andante Cantabile
for strings and Monodia for female voice (Lament) is obvious. The poet Joseph Brodsky was born in Saint Petersburg, a
language perfectionist, a great admirer and translator of Cavafy.

Alexander Raskatov's Gebet, exploring the unique combination of strings and vocal music, is a prayer for the dead in
ancient Aramaic.

Dmitri Shostakovich wrote his String quartet no 8 in three days, during a trip in the Free State of Saxony, in the region of
Dresden. Apart from the shock at the sight of this region, where the scars of World War Il were still present, we can detect
also themes from Katerina Ismailova, the heroine of his opera Lady Macbeth of the Mtsensk District. It is one of the most
poignant and introspective pages in the string quartet repertoire.

The soprano Elena Vassilieva was born in France in a family
of musicians. She started her career at a very young age
singing leading roles such as Manon (Massenet), Contessa
(Mozart) and contemporary heroines such as Manon (Henze)
and Lulu (Berg). Later on, she continued with a more dramatic
repertoire: Donna Anna (Don Giovanni/Mozart), Norma
(Bellini), Elisabeth (Tannhauser/Wagner).

Vassilieva is known for her creative activity in contemporary
music. Many composers have written especially for her
voice, among them Sofia Gubaidulina, Philippe Leroux, and
Alexander Raskatov.

She has received international awards and has sung in
venues all around the world like: Concertgebouw/Amsterdam,
Musikverein/Wien, Tchaikovsky Hall/Moscow.

Since 1987 she has recorded many CDs for major labels such
as Erato, Chant du Monde and Harmonia Mundi. In 2008
she recorded for ECM Nunc dimittis of A. Raskatov with the
Hilliard Ensemble and Dresdner Philharmonie conducted
by Dennis Russel Davies.

Recently she made her debut at Teatro della Scala in Milan, in
the leading role of Raskatov's opera A dog's heart.
